Selected papers will be published in the conference proceedings through a rigorous peer review process. Presenters who wish for their papers to be published in formal conference proceedings will be required to submit their full papers by 20 December 2007.

The Venue
The forum will be held in Nanguo Olympic Garden Golf Hotel (南国奥园高尔夫酒店), Guangzhou (中国广州市番禺区钟村镇汉溪大道南国奥林匹克花园内) during 5-7 January 2007. Guangzhou is a historical city and was the capital city of three kingdoms in Southern China. In recent times, as the capital city of Guangdong Province, it has served as a center for political, economic, scientific and educational advances. Also known as the 'South Gate of China', it is a city full of vigor and current fashion and visitors can get a flavor of the times in every corner of the city.
